recycling medical device concept are coming to their ends. 

Both projects showed us the way and the possibilities to develop that concept. We will need 

patience and persistence because we are used to using new equipment. Second hand equipment 

don't have a place in our society. 

And yet, it's possible to compute useless expenditures. Indeed, buy new equipment in spite of 

short use or rent medical device whereas using it for several years doesn't make sense. Actually 

rent for twelve months is most expensive that buy new material device like a bed. 

Plenty to do, politicians should be involved because there are many donors are encumbered with 

useless equipment they don't want anymore and no one come to collect. What can we do? 

But we are confident, we are sure / believe that future will prove MAMED case. On November 

12
th

, 2009, we met mayor of Île-de-France municipality. He wants to work with us by structuring 

MAMED concept with local network setting up which will collect, stock, repair and supply in his 

city.

The colleagues from the Yenimahalle Directorate of National Education held a local conference on 

September 30th, 2009. The participants noticed that there wasn’t any organization responsible to 

repair and recycle of wheelchairs in Turkey. This must be organized officially so that this will 

enable to recycle the broken wheelchairs. Especially wheelchairs manufactured in Turkey have 

quality and even these find places in the world market. But the roads and the architectural 

buildings cause the wheelchairs to break down before their life time. 

Biomedical materials are so various that there are four main groups for repairing these devices in 

formal education. But there isn’t any formal and non formal vocational training for the repair of 

wheelchairs and beds for patients. For that reason the MAMED network and training programmes 

can be beneficial. 

  

Technical University of Kosice (Slovakia) www.tuke.sk 

Technical University of Košice (TUKE) successfully finished the TRAMA training in September 

when students have got TRAMA certificates. A good message for students was that this vocational 

study programme with TRAMA (MAMED) concept was accredited for Lifelong-learning study at 

Ministry of Education in Slovakia after approval by Ministry of HealthCare, and in such way the 

certificate has higher value.  

34 students finished the training altogether. Ten of them finished two modules in the following 

combination Biomedical + Mechanics, as they took also courses as bachelor students in 

specialization “Orthoses and prostheses”. Two students finished another combination of two 

modules Administration + Mechanics. They continue in Bachelor study at the University in 

specialization “Environmental management”. 

Three students are working on establishment of new MAMED type workshops as we don’t have 

such service so far in East Slovakia.  

The final statistics are shown in the table above.  

Next year, TUKE team plans to apply to the Bureau of labour, social affairs and family with 

proposal for organising new TRAMA training for groups of disadvantaged persons selected by the 

Bureau staff from their database.
